How to use this multiplication 
table, example: 
Pick a number from the top row 
(in bold), let’ s choose 6. Pick 
another number, this time from 
the left column (also in bold), 
let’s choose 4. From 4, move 
right until you find the box that 
lines up with the 6 in the top 
row. That box has 24 in it; this is 
the answer since 6 x 4 = 24. 
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
